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Now that everyone is all finished with their pruning and planting, it is time to
fertilize. Yeah! If you use organics | recommend the Rose and Floral mix from Cohoon's. It is 75cents a pound and contains
at lot of goodies. | always want to start with this as it is slow acting, so if you use Urea (which Barry already talked about at
our last meeting) then organics go on next. To save effort which is my way, go ahead and use whatever other rose food you
want to along with the organic stuff. Then you only need go around once. Some of you use 12-12-12 which has to be
reapplied after June bloom and others use things like Osmocote, which lasts all season. Whatever makes you happy with
your results is what counts. Still haven't found a place selling sun-patients. They all offer you New Guinea and they are not
new. See Ya! Betty
