CR Report: a new hydrangea is out (pink Annabelle).  Roses are going dormant right now, the cell wall is starting 
to thicken.  The stems and canes may start turning purple.  Not all roses are going to turn purple, but most will.  
DO NOT FERTILIZE!  Let the hips on the roses form, don’t prune them back.  After the first major frost you want 
to water at least 18” before the ground freezes.  Mound soil about 12” above the bud union.  If you sunk your bud 
union three inches, just for added protection add a few more inches of soil.

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Clint’s Clippings                                 

    
Greetings everyone! 
 I just wanted to say thank you to everyone who brought plants to our plant sale.  The ice cream social was a 
huge success.  October holds a great meeting.  Matt from Abele will be with us taking pre-orders for 2010.  Get a 
jump start on planning your gardens for next year.  See you at the meeting! 
 There is a new plant on the market called “Little Penny” this is in the coreopsis family.  It’s a very beautiful 
bright yellow and orange flower.  This is going to be available for the year 2010. A few other plants that help add 
color in your yard.  They are: Autumn Daffodil, Fall crocus, Kaffir lily – this plant you can use around bogs and 
ponds.  It’s a bright red plant.  Glory of snow, Chinese ground orchid (I believe Betty W. has this plant already 
growing in her yard.  Alliums, of course.  Society garlic and last but not least , crocosmia.  Try these out and see if 
they work in your yard this year.  They will add bright fall color and you will not have to replace them every year. 
 Are you having issues with plants not growing in your yard and you don’t know why?  Is it the light, 
temperature, water or humidity?  Now there is a gadget that will tell you what you need or don’t need.  It’s as easy 
as plugging it in to your home computer.  It’s called the “easybloom”.  You take the little dipstick and set it 
alongside the plant you are wondering about.  Leave it there over night.  In the morning get the gadget and plug it 
into your USB port.  The gadget then tells you about the light, temperature, water and humidity of that area.  It will 
then take you to a web site where it will show you what you can or should plant in that area for the best results.  
You can order this online at www.burpee.com $59.99 each, they are reusable. 
 I know we have some members who like to keep things very organized (Howard).  Try this and see if it 
works.  Take an egg carton and use it to store bulbs that can’t take the winters here.  The egg carton has ventilation 
and will help keep them dry for storing over the winter, plus you can write on the carton how it did the year before 
and re-use the same carton…track your plants success. 
 Have you ever wondered how to make your own potting mix?  A basic blend is 1 part peat moss, 1 part 
perlite, 1 part compost, and 1 part good garden soil.  To sweeten the soil you can also add: a hand full of each: 
garden lime, soybean meal, rock phosphate and kelp meal.  Mix this together and plant your planters and see how 
well they do. Till November Happy Clipping! 
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I hope I am finished moving plants for the season. WHEW!!!!    Getting ready for winter is always a pretty time 
consuming task.  Everyone wants to hurry and get her done, before they freeze their fingers out there tying knots in 
twine or whatever. All reports I have heard lean towards a harsh winter. MOAN!  Remember winds dry out the 
canes and rock the plants in the ground. So gear your winterizing to protect from these elements.  Last month at our 
meeting, our C.R. Barb Vankus told us to water our roses nice and deep as fall ends and winter approaches.       My 
goodness did she know Mother Nature was going to help us out.  I want to still keep treating my soil with Bayer 
Insect stuff, because you, all heard me whining about adorable little Midge that love my yard. Treat your grass for 
Japanese Beetles too by fighting grubs.
