The first meeting 
was held on January 25, 1960 at 8:00 p.m. I found the goals in the invitational letter good ones, relevant for our 
club today. 
  

Fanciers of Roses Organized 
The Greater Rose Society was organized Monday at the First Savings & Loan Association's branch office, 3601 
State.  Thomas J. Ryan, chairman, was assisted by Dr. Dalton Allen and Fred C. Schultz in organizing the group to 
replace Tri-City Rose Society, which dissolved last spring. Following a national trend, beginners in the field of rose 
culture will be encouraged.  Initial goal of the new club is to establish a municipal rose garden with assistance of 
civic clubs. A nominating committee was appointed to include Mr. Ryan ,Curtis E. Pressler and Alex R. 
Alexander. 
In an invitation letter from Margaret Ryan and Thomas Ryan: 
"You are cordially invited to attend the organizational meeting of the new Greater Saginaw Rose Society which 
will be held on January 25, 1960 at 8:00 P.M. at the First Savings & Loan Bldg., 3601 State Street, Saginaw, 
Michigan. 
At this meeting election of officers will take place and plans will be discussed to make this society one that will 
foster the ideas of all members. So let's get together and work together to grow finer and more beautiful roses.   
Bring your friends and let's make this first meeting serve notice to other Michigan cities that Saginaw is "Tops" in 
rose growing. We will look forward to seeing you at the meeting.

               Hi all: 
Time for me to put in another article I’m told since I’ve been slacking for a while!  I’ve been going through some 
of my 2010 catalogs already and getting the itch to get into the gardening spirit as soon as the weather breaks, so I 
thought I’d share a few items I’ve noted this year that look cool and you may not have noticed yet. 
 
In the Michigan Bulb Co. catalog is:  a new coneflower called Green Envy; flowers are a rare shade of green with 
magenta accents around the central cone.  They can take the heat and even tolerate drought conditions.  Great for 
borders, fresh and dried arrangements.  They require full sun to partial shade bloom mid to late summer grow about 
30-36” and are zoned 4-9, they cost about $13.  A new daylily called Chocolate Candy, Lots of blooms in a 
tempting new color for daylilies; rich chocolate brown with a hint of red.  They bloom midsummer and rebloom 
early fall, they require full sun to partial shade, grow to 20-24” and are zoned 3-9 cost  about $13.  A new butterfly 
bush called Sweet Vanilla Butterfly Flower has a vanilla fragrance they like moist soil conditions but also tolerant 
of dry conditions.  They like full sun to partial shade, bloom early to mid summer, grow to 24-48” zoned 3-9 and 
cost about $6.  There was also a new Lime Twist 
Clematis Vine Zoned 4-9 for $13.  You can check out more new items on-line at “Michiganbulb.com” 
 
In the Van Bourgondien catalog is:  another reblooming daylily “Exploded Pumpkin” double flowers  of orange 
with reddish purple edges zoned 3-9 for $20.  Double Oriental Lily “Distant Drum” rose pink flowers zoned 3-8 for 
$15.  Black Mondo Grass emerges with purplish-green foliage then turns midnight black, zoned 5-9 for $15.  
Another oriental lily “Sixth Sense”  dark magenta red flowers outlined in white are hardy in zones 3-8 for $13.  
Coreopsis called “Jive” color breakthrough with burgundy eyes with white tips and a orange center, its only hardy 
in zones 9-10 so you’d have to treat it like an annual for $10.  A Giant Hybrid Lily “Montego Bay” which is burnt 
orange flowers with a  yellow eye and edges zoned 3-8 for $9.  You can check them out or order on-line also at 
www.dutchbulbs.com 
 
Remember not to get over eager  to early and wait till the forsythia starts blooming before you get busy pruning 
your roses.  I expect this year to be another year of trimming most of my roses  down very close to the ground as 
we’ve had very little snow coverage since the thaw last month and lots of very cold days, but we shall see.  Hope to 
see you all soon at the meetings.
