It's a vatiractive vine and when it bears
fruit, you’ll be able to eat them. Beware! Thise/is very aggressive and grows 15 W
to 20 feet tall. This vine likes to be moist aravé well draining soil. Be careful as 4/
this vine attracts cats, it's almost as strongadsip. o

If you are going for fast growing with STRONG fragce try Jasmine. | know </
this vine doesn't live in Michigan, however, it gre quickly and has a wonderful 7
scent. It's a vine that you could use on a dedbyoa patio. 2
